Northumberland Residential
Our residential trip is fast approaching and we know the children will be excited and keen to know more information. Please be assured we’ll send out all the information you’ll need in the coming weeks including the kit list, information about spending money and the itinerary. Just a reminder, we will be leaving on the morning of Wednesday 17th June and will return on the evening of Friday 19th June. Please could we ask that any outstanding balance for the trip is paid in full as soon as possible – payment should be made via Arbor. Keep your fingers crossed for some sunshine!

PE
PE this first term will be on Tuesdays and Thursdays. PE kit must be taken home and washed at the end of each week but please ensure your child has their full PE kit with them when they return to school on Mondays. This PE kit is an essential part of their uniform as it allows movement to be easier and more comfortable and is also designed to ensure health and safety guidelines are adhered to at all times. Please check regularly that their kit fits (especially footwear) and includes:

Outdoor: trainers suitable for playground and field, blue or black tracksuit bottoms, blue or white t-shirt, sweatshirt. 
Indoor: pumps, a blue or white t-shirt and blue shorts.

Jewellery, including earrings, must not be worn in any PE or swimming lessons and if possible should be removed before the children come to school. Long hair must be tied up. 

Reading and homework
[bookmark: _GoBack]Just a reminder that this term the children will take their government statutory assessment Multiplication Check and so now really do need to be secure on all their times tables up to 12 x 12. There is more information about the multiplication check here: https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/multiplication-tables-check-information-for-parents/multiplication-tables-check-information-for-parents-text-version--2  In order to prepare the children in school, we will continue to complete a Multiplication Challenge against the clock and practise Times Table Rock Stars in the ICT Suite each week to help build their knowledge and speed of recall. To enhance this, we continue to ask that they practise on Times Table Rock Stars at home too. This term we have slightly changed this in that the children will be asked to complete ‘Soundcheck’ games, which replicate the multiplication check, each week. We ask that children complete 14 games a week (each game is only a couple of minutes long!) They will also have either a piece of written homework focusing on Maths or Grammar and we would really appreciate your support in encouraging your child to complete this and return it to school by Friday each week. In addition, the children should be reading at home 3 times per week – please remember to record this in your child’s reading diary.

We will continue to develop our singing and ukulele playing skills under the expert guidance of Mr Trueman, our specialist music teacher from the Leicestershire Music Service. Before the end of term we will invite you in to see and hear the children perform some of the songs and pieces they have learned; details to follow after half-term.
