North West Leicestershire Cross Country

A North West Leicestershire Schools cross country event will be held at Sir John Moore
School, Appleby Magna (DE12 7AH) on Saturday 9th November 2024.

Children accumulate points depending on their place finish in the NW Leicestershire races. A child who finishes
15t will collect 1 point; 2" place will collect 2 points etc. If a child misses a race he/she will collect the
equivalent position of the last place +1.

At the end of the season, each child’s best three scores will be counted (from the four planned events). This
allows them to drop a result or a missed race without being penalised. The children’s best three finishing
positions will be added together from all the races and the lowest cumulative score will win.

The top 3 children in each year group will be awarded an individual medal at the end of the season and there
are team trophies for the teams with the lowest total over the season. For the Team award, the 3 lowest
scoring children from each school will be counted as the team and the team with the lowest score will be
declared the winners. The league also serves as selection for the NW Leicestershire team (KS2 only) to enter
the County Cross Country race later this year.

Races will start on time so please make sure that your runners are at the start line in good time!
Please look for the Woodstone flag. We will meet under this flag. Please look for Mr Mullins so that we can
make a note of your arrival and give you a Woodstone t-shirt if you need one. One of the school staff will

collect the children and make sure they are at the start line at the correct time

Refreshments of sausage rolls, bacon butties and drinks will be on sale on the day. Parking will be available on
surrounding roads and at the Appleby Inn. Access to the field is from Top Street only.
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When you finish, you’ll be given a number ticket. Take this to Mr Mullins. It’s really important that these
tickets don’t get lost, because we’ll need them in order to be able to record the results. Once it has been
recorded you can keep the ticket.

At the end of the race it is sometimes tricky to find parents. Mr Mullins will keep hold of the children until he
spots the parent/carer. This is particularly the case for children in Reception, Year 1 and 2. The older children
generally know what they are doing!
