PSHE – Lesson Plan 

Learning Objective: To be able to see things from another point of view, and to use this in resolving 

conflict. 

 

1. Read this problem: 
 

Jack had lots of friends, but his closest friend was Matthew. They would play together every break and lunchtime 
although they often got told off in class if they sat next to each other, as they couldn’t help chatting! 
Jack lived in a trailer, and he and his (Traveller) family were going to travel around the country for a few weeks 
seeing friends and relatives. Jack said goodbye to his friend Matthew and had a great time travelling. 
Matthew was lonely for a few days at school as he normally played with Jack. Before long he soon found other 
people to play with and started to enjoy lunch times again. When Jack returned from travelling, he found that 
things had changed. Matthew had lots of new friends and didn’t want to play just with him anymore. Jack hadn’t 
expected things would change and he wanted them to be the same as before. 
 

2. Write how Jack and Matthew are the same and different. 

 

3. Explain how each boy is feeling. 

 

4. Explain how you think the boys could sort the problem.
