During the next half term we will be exploring the topic ‘On the Farm’ where we will be learning all about farm 
animals, food production and how farms work. To bring the topic to life we have arranged a visit to Ash End 
House Children’s Farm (Tamworth) on Thursday 14th May. We will be travelling by coach and will leave school 
at 9.15am and arrive back by 3.00pm.
